Hanneke Faber 
Visits Honors

On the evening of November 6th, The Honors College 

recognized one of our distinguished graduates, Hanneke Faber, 

’90, ’92 MBA at our first Distinguished Graduate Dinner. 

An alumna of The Honors College at the University of Hous-

ton, Hanneke Faber holds the title of the youngest Vice Presi-

dent at Proctor and Gamble. At 39 years of age, Ms. Faber is 

responsible for product lines in Western Europe, as well as the 

entire Proctor and Gamble cosmetics business through dis-

tributors in 65 countries worldwide. Her oversight extends to 

some $1.2 billion in revenues. In addition to being a wife and 

mother of three, Ms. Faber’s current projects include building 

the company’s greenest plant to date in Poland. Proctor and 

Gamble is one of the world’s most innovative advertisers and 

marketers; Faber stands as one of the individuals key to this 

accomplishment. Her visit represented a unique opportunity 

for the University students, faculty, and staff to gain insight 

into the “real world” of marketing. Hanneke addressed fel-

low alums, Advisory Board members, and supporters of The 

Honors College at the dinner and engaged Honors students in 

a standing room only crowd the next day with great reviews.

Hanneke, however, is not just a distinguished alumna because 

of her career accomplishments, but also because of her de-

sire to provide opportunities for those following behind her. 

Married to fellow graduate Aris Economon, ’89, each year 

Hanneke and Aris fund the University of Houston F.E.E.T 

Scholarship in The Honors College which provides two Hon-

ors students the opportunity to travel to Europe.  Six students

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Mient Jan Faber Speaks on Peace

International peace activist, Dr. Mient Jan 

Faber, joined his daughter, Hanneke, in addressing 

Honors students on Thursday, November 6th.  

Dr. Faber addressed a standing room only crowd 

of students, staff, faculty, and community friends, 

he shared his first-hand experiences in some of the 

world’s most war-torn regions.  Dr. Faber began his 

career as a Professor of Math before he launched 

into his role as Secretary General of the Interchurch 

Peace Council in The Hague. 

He served in this capacity for over 30 years and is 

currently the Political Director of the Helsinki Citi-

zens’ Assembly in Baku/Paris and as well as a Pro-

fessor of Human Security in War Situations in the 

Vrije Universiteit in Amsterdam.  Dr. Faber’s experi-

ence comes from his regular travels to conflict zones.

As an expert in peace affairs, Dr. Faber led the move-

ment in the early 80’s to prevent the deployment of 

nuclear peace keeping missiles in Holland; marched 

with the Solidarity Movement in Poland; supported 

Havel in the Czech Republic; as well as played a piv-

otal role in uncovering the inside bad behavior regard-

ing the Srebrenica Genocide in Yugoslavia–one of the 

worst episodes of genocide in history.  Dr. Faber is 

intimately knowledgeable about the volatile situations 

in Iraq and the Gaza Strip. Known as one of the top ex-

perts in the world on conflict areas and human rights, 

Dr. Faber was declared an enemy of the state in Rus-

sia, East Germany and Yugoslavia.

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National Awards 

Professor Hayan Charara, an ad-

junct professor at The Honors Col-

lege, has been awarded the NEA 

Literature Fellowship in Poetry for 

2009. This is a $25,000 award to 

fund his Arab American poetry proj-

ects. The National Endowment for 

the Arts is a public agency dedicated 

to supporting excellence in the arts, 

both new and established, bringing 

the arts to all Americans, and pro-

viding leadership in arts education. 

His book, Inclined to Speak, gathers 

together poems, from the most im-

portant Arab American poets of our 

time that shape and alter our under-

standing of this experience. These 

poems also challenge us to reconsid-

er what it means to be American. 

Hayan Charara is also the author of 

two collections of poetry, The Sad-

ness of Others (Carnegie Mellon, 

2006) and The Alchemist’s Diary

 (Hanging Loose, 2001) and editor of 

Inclined to Speak: An Anthology of 

Contemporary Arab American Po-

etry (University of Arkansas, 2008). 

He earned his BA in English from 

Wayne State University, a master’s 

degree in Humanities from New 

York University, and is Ph.D. candi-

date at the University of Houston’s 

Literature and Creative Writing Pro-

gram. 

 

During the day Dr. John Harvey is 

Artist-in-Residence with The Cen-

ter for Creative Work at The Hon-

ors College at the University of 

Houston. At night, however, he is 

Resident Playwright for Mildred’s 

Umbrella Theater Company, which 

has been awarded Best Theater on a 

Shoestring Budget in The Houston 

Press “Best of” Awards for 2008.

Dr. Stacey Peebles will represent 

The Honors College at the Modern 

Language Association conference in 

San Francisco this December. As a 

panelist in a section entitled “War 

on Gender, Gender on War,” Peebles 

will deliver her paper “Making (and 

Unmaking) a Military Man: Iraq, 

Gender, and the Failure of the Mas-

culine Collective.” 

Her current project explores the first 

wave of prose, poetry, and film about 

the soldier’s experience in America’s 

wars in Iraq.

Dr. Peebles earned her undergradu-

ate and graduate degrees at the Uni-

versity of Texas at Austin. 

The Miranda Project, founded by 

Tanya Lunstroth, performed Dr. 

William Monroe’s “Primary Care,” a 

medical play about end-of-life ques-

tions related to Alzheimer’s disease, 

at the Unitarian Fellowship of Hous-

ton, October 5, 2008. 

The Miranda Project is an oppor-

tunity for local playwrights to hear 

their plays read by actors and theatre 

enthusiasts in an informal setting.  

The project  group meets together 

monthly and hosts readings of plays, 

monologues and poetry.  The Miranda 

Project is a sort of liaison between 

the creative thought and writing of 

the playwright and the reality of the 

audience and performance.  

Tanya Lunstroth is an actor who has 

also worked as an administrative as-

sistant in The Honors College for 

over 20 years.

Dr. William Monroe is the Executive
