o Unofficial transcripts from all institutions attended (official transcripts must be submitted in Step 1). Include
your final undergraduate transcript with degree posted.
E.) Résumé
o Maximum two pages, including mailing address and email.
F.) Teaching Credentials
o Copy of your theatre teaching certificate (if applicable), or
o Aletter from your school or program administrator outlining your teaching role, along with a copy of your
teaching schedule
