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Traditionally, most SFAC units host an event for Weeks of Welcome to showcase their services to

students, and recruit members and/or engage students with their organization.
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SGA is requesting $2,650 to cover the cost of hosting a multi-tabling

event in the Student Center South Plaza on the week of 8/25-8/29,

2026. $2,500 would go towards serving food, punch cards for having students visit tables with different
information, marketing and outreach efforts, producing merchandise to distribute to students, and $150

would cover business and administrative fees.

There would be a table for senators, executive, university committee representatives, university

administrators, and other relevant personnel to communicate their roles and offer resources.
